Installation
1. Position the Mirror in a suitable location according to the Zonal
 diagram above, ensuring that the domestic electrical mains
 supply is within reach of the electrical entry point of the
 product.
2. Carefully mark the position of the mirror using a soft pencil
 ensuring it is level. Remove the mirror and mark the mounting
 points. Please ensure that all marked mounting points
 accurately match up with the fixing points on the mirror.
3. Using a suitable drill bit, drill holes in the marked positions to a
 suitable depth. If drilling through tile, use a ceramic drill bit.
4. Insert wall plugs level with the surface of the wall. If fitting to a
 tiled surface, wall plugs should be inserted below the tile
 surface to avoid cracking. NB. For plasterboard walls, specialist
 fixings should be purchased, available from any DIY or
 hardware store.
5. Screw supplied fixings into wall plugs.
6. Ensure the domestic electrical mains supply to which the   
 mirror is being connected is turned off. Connect the domestic  
 mains 
 supply to the terminal box according to the wiring diagram.
7. Hang the mirror in position.
8. Switch the domestic electrical mains supply for the mirror back
 on.

 To turn the mirror light ON, hold the Sensor to change the
 colour from 3000k to 6400k.
 The Heated Pad is only on when the Mirror is illuminated.

General information

This product must be earthed, and should not be connected to an unearthed circuit. 
If there are only two wires coming from your power supply it means that this fitting
can be wired to an unearthed circuit. 

Ensure that connections are turned off at the consumer unit or fuse board before
installing or carrying out any maintenance. 

This product is for indoor use only. 

This product is IP44 rated and can be installed in Bathroom zone 2
(Defined by the IEE wiring regulations) and beyond. See bathroom diagram (A) 

Replace failed lamps immediately. Allow the Glass lamp and fitting to cool
before replacing the lamp.

Important
When working at heights, please use a suitable platform to work from.
Please Note: For the new installations, checkfor any electrical cables or pipe work
(gas / water) in the vicinity of the intended mounting point before proceeding with 
the installation.

Ensure that the fixing location is able to take the weight of the complete fitting

Wear suitable eye protection when drilling. Be careful when using power tools near
water.

Do NOT strike the mirror glass with hard or pointed items. It is recommended that 

the product is cleaned with a soft dry and non abrasive cleaning cloth. DO NOT use 

abrasive materials on any type of finished surface. Do not allow moisture to come 

into conatct with the working electrical components.

Notes: To ensure the normal use of products, it is required you set out wires as per the regulations of 
IEE at the installation places. The Products are only applicable to being installed on the indoor solid 
wall. The installation must be carried out by a professional electrician and wrong installation may lead 
to product damage and personal injury.

1. Make certain the wall is solid, and use the flexible rule to measure the distance between two hardy 
holes on the mirror frame (”a” and “b” in fig 2).
2. Use the flexible rule to measure the centre distance between two hardy holes on the wall
(”a” and “b” in fig 2) and mark them out with a pencil.
3. Choose the churn drill with an appropriate drill bit to make two holes at the marked places, and use a 
special ceramic drill if the wall surface is made of ceramic tiles.
4. Use the hammer to strike an expansion rubber plug into the holes on the wall, and then use the 
screwdriver to tighten the screws into the holes (Exposure for 8 - 12mm)
5. Switch off the power, and then use a terminal block to connect the three-core exposed wires with 
those reserved on the wall (see details in Fig 3)
6. Hang the product on the screw crossing two hardy holes to fix it.
7. Finally switch on the power, and then touch the switch sign (Fig 1) with a finger on the lens to test the 
products.
Operation Instruction: To turn the mirror light ON, hold the Sensor to change the light colour from  
6400k - 3000k.
Note this product has power memory function. The mirror can keep the colour temperature before the 
power off.
